DECISIONS AND PROPOSALS

· President Kervinen thanked the ExCom member Carlos Paula Cardso, Portuguese Sports Confederation President for the outstanding organisation of all events organised during the ENGSO Forum 2009 in Oeiras.

· The members unanimously approved the agenda of the 78th meeting of the ENGSO ExCom and the programme for all ENGSO events, namely, ENGSO WGs meetings, Round Table Sport for All meeting, EU:Sport:Future and Forum. Members accepted the change of dates in the Minutes from the previous 77th ExCom held in Prague and adopted them unanimously.

· The many activities of the ENGSO Youth, all Working Groups and ENGSO EDU were reported by their chairs. Thanks to the efforts of ExCom member Caput-Jogunica, ENGSO, as the only sport organisation, submitted new commitment to the EU Platform for Physical Activities and Health. Beside ENGSO Edu, Caput-Jogunica promoted the new project which will rely upon ENGSO network, ENGSO ProHealth.
· The renewed website started before the Forum 2009 with some very new possibilities for intranet, networking and all other features of contemporary sites, contributing to the improved visibility of ENGSO. One Newsletter was published before the Forum and another one will follow in December with results of the Forum, EU:Sport:Future Final Conference and Round Table of Sports for All.
· Project ENTER! started already with seminars and meetings held in countries partners of the project. Project WILD still expects information on being funded by the European Commission and is to start in January 2010.

· All Activities Plans prepared by the ExCom members in connection with the Strategic Plan will be combined into one document for the next ExCom in January 2010, to be held in Berlin. This will serve as a unique paper for both ENGSO members and for the Policy Review Working Group (PR WG).
· As proposed by the PR WG, ExCom members will visit ENGSO members in 2010, and national umbrella organisations of the countries still not affiliated in ENGSO, to determine the needs and necessities regarding the present and future activities and establish personal contacts in all ENGSO members.

· ExCom members agreed to further study and analyze all aspects of engaging a person for the position of the Communication Officer and a period of one year minimum, based on agreed proposed job description.
· ENGSO ExCom decided to support candidacy of Raiija Mattila (Finland) for IWG Vice-President.

· It was decided that the final budget, modified according to the recent changes by the new accounting office in Paris, could further be rearranged saving the unused funds and sent to all members with all changes included, mentioning all budget lines.

· ENGSO Forum and material from all its events will be put on a CD for all ENGSO members and participants and posted on the website.
· ENGSO ExCom prepared the Round Table meeting of Sport for All Organisations continuing the tradition of previous meetings and the Conclusions following the meeting. ExCom decided to continue with the Round Table meetings during ENGSO Forum and to send minutes and conclusions with proposals for implementation of conclusions to the Round Table participants. In addition, the conclusions are to be sent to the European Commission.
